FIELD TRIPS

Two one-day field trips in the Nuuk region are planned
as pre- and post-workshop trips by helicopter and
tour boat on Tuesday 1 September 2009 and on Friday
4 September 2009:

e Field trip 1 (1 Sept.):
The geology of the Nuup Kangerlua (Godthabsfjord)
area and the Storg gold prospect.

o Field trip 2 (4 Sept. ):
The Qussuk gold prospect and/or the Amikoq PGE
prospect, alternatively another PGE prospect.

The maximum number of attendants for each field
trip is 24 persons. The ‘seats’ will be filled by the
first-come-first-served principle. The field trip fee per
day is EUR 200 (DKK 1500).

CALL FOR ABSTRACTS

abstract will be sent by 8 June 2009. Abstracts
should be sent as a Word-file by e-mail to
jkol@geus.dk (senior researcher Jochen Kolb). When
submitting the abstract, authors need to indicate:

o Full contact details of the corresponding author
o Preference for oral or poster presentation

All abstracts will be compiled into an abstract
volume, which will be published as a GEUS report.
